Pediatric nurse scientists (or nurse researchers) investigate how to
make health care better for kids, families, communities. Sometimes
they explore how to better support nurses. Whatever topic they

tackle, they use evidence and best practices to tfransform outcomes.
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Career Steps

Obtain your BSN and pass the NCLEX exam. Apply
for RN licensure through your State Board of Nursing,
then gain work experience as a pediatric RN.

Pursue either a PhD or a doctorate of nursing
practice (DNP) with a research/evidence-based
practice focus.

Seek your Certified Pediatric Nurse (CPN)
credential from PNCB.

Participate in research studies, translation of
knowledge, and other scholarly activities (writing,
publishing, presenting, grant writing, feaching
evidence-based practice, etc.).

|dentify a nurse scientist mentor in order to learn
about the unique role and qualifications needed,
as well as how to structure a program.
