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Obtain your nursing degree (diploma, BSN, or
higher) and pass the NCLEX exam. Apply for RN
licensure through your State Board of Nursing.

Practice a minimum of 1800 hours as a pediatric RN in
the past 24 months. Use PNCB's career center to find
your first job: https://careers.pncb.org/jobseekers/. 

Apply for your exam at www.pncb.org. You have a
choice of delivery methods: in-person at a test center
or live remote proctoring at home or other quiet place. 

Schedule and take your exam. Official results are
emailed to you within 2 to 3 weeks.
